Under the title of “me and my house, we will serve the Lord.” (Joshua 24:15), The Apostolic Work

family life: challenges and awareness. Following the lectures, the Fellowship memebers were
divided into groups to discuss the most prominent issues facing Christian families today, and their
solutions according to Church teachings.

Additionally, the retreat
days included morning and evening prayer times, as well as the Stations of the Cross which was
done through a procession ascending towards the Monastery of Raban Hormizd. These days were

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PALM SUNDAY PROCESSION AND THE HOLY

In coordination with parish fellowships from the Chaldean Archdiocese of Erbil, the Apostolic
Work Fellowship organized a Palm Sunday Procession on April 1st. The procession started in Mart
Shimoni Church in Ankawa, and ended in Mar Elia Church. The Youth started cutting olive and
palm branches the prior day, in order to be used in the procession; as well as preparing Mar Elia
Church for the prayer that took place after the procession. Following the Payer, the attendants
joined a small charity bazaar which was organized by the Apostolic Work Fellowship. In the same
week the Apostolic Work Fellowship cleaned Saint Joseph's Cathedral, and prepared the seating
for Easter Vigil Mass.
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MEDITATING ON THE HOLY BIBLE

The Apostolic Work Fellowship started a series of meetings for every Friday aiming to the reading
of Scripture and meditating on the Holy Bible. These meetings will help the youth to develop a
better understanding of the Word of God, as well as helping them to join the walk or procession of
the Chosen people of God (in the Old Testament) toward their Promised Land. These meetings
aim to help us all dive deeper into our faith.




THE APOSTLIC WORK FELLOWSHIP’'S FUND-RAISING CAMPAIGN.

The Apostolic Work Fellowship organized a fund raising campaign within the memebers of the
fellowship, to help children diagnosed with cancer at the Nanakali hospital. Each member of the
fellowship saved an amount of money during Lent, and the money was collected after Easter. The
fellowship was able to collect an amount of eight million (IQD 8,000,000) Iraqi Dinars, which will be
donated to a certain number of patients to help them with their treatment and hospital costs.
